FREE HOLIDAY TREE-CYCLING PICKUP

Cart and Bin Set-Out Information

Wheel carts/bins to street curbside by 7:00 a.m. on your collection day.
Residential collection will be provided from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.

Carts/bins may be set-out for 24 hour period only for the purposes of
collection, by city ordinance.

Do not overload carts/bins; lids must close. Overage fees may apply if
overflowing

Cart-based customers may place flattened cardboard (up to 4’ x 4') between
carts at the curb.

Cart-based customers may place household batteries (AAA, AA, B, C, D & small
button batteries), including rechargeable and cell phone batteries in a clear
plastic bag, seal shut and tape to the top of the gray recyclables cart.

Holiday Schedule: Thanksgiving, Christmas, New Year's Day. When holiday
lands on weekday, collection will be one day later for rest of week.

* UPDATED: No coated paper (with surface
sheen) such as cups, plates or cardboard
boxes. No “compostable” plastics.

Food Soiled Paper, Napkins, Paper Towels, Pizza Boxes, Cardboard Egg Cartons,
Non-coated Take-out Containers & Paper Plates (No surface sheen)

Coffee Crounds & Tea Bags Yard Waste, Untreated Wood

No loose plastic bags are allowed in the COMPOST or
RECYCLING containers. Commercial customers may use
either clear bags (where the contents are visible) or BPI
compostable bags to contain organic material.

FREE Kitchen Food Scrap Pail (while supplies last)

Use a kitchen food pail, or other reusable containers, or collect 1
with paper bags or newspaper, then dispose into green waste

cart. Email mgreenhut@emeryville.org or call 510-596-3795

to request a free counter-top kitchen pail. Fats, oil and grease should be
scraped into a sturdy paper container then placed in green waste cart. For
